Tomato Types  
The tomato is one of the most 
common,  vegetables grown in 
the home garden. We receive 
numerous calls each year from 
competitive homeowners, who 
are trying to out do their 
neighbors and friends in terms 
of size, flavor and earliness of 
their tomatoes. All gardeners 
should first realize that toma-
toes have three general types of 
growth habit; determinate, 
indeterminate and semi-
determinate.  
Determinate: varieties of this 
type are often called bush to-
matoes. This is because the 
terminal (top and end) buds end 
in a flower cluster that pro-
duces fruit. The plant stops 
growing when the terminal 
flowers develop. The fruit de-
velops and ripens over a short 
period of time. These varieties 
are usually early-maturing and 
produce small plants with gen-
erally smaller fruit. Because of 
their small size, this type of 

tomato is seldom pruned or 
staked.  
Indeterminate: these varieties 
are favored by many home-
owners because they often 
produce high-quality, flavorful, 
even though they are generally 
later-maturing varieties. The 
growth habit of the plant is 
indeterminate, meaning that it 
continues to grown and flower 
until a killing frost. These are 
tall plants that require staking 
for best results. They also re-
quire pruning for optimum 
quality. Flowering and fruiting 
occur over a longer time pe-
riod.  
Semi-Indeterminate: as the 
name implies, these varieties 
have characteristics intermedi-
ate between the above-
mentioned ones. They are basi-
cally indeterminate in nature. 
Staking and pruning will im-
prove quality, but is not essen-
tial

like, cut flower that comes in  
dazzling shades of red, orange, yellow 
and  bicolor.  Propagation is by root  
division in the spring or fall, and it 
self-seeds.  Planting en masse is a sure 
showstopper.   
 
“Goblin,” a compact variety of  
Gaillardia, can be purchased at the  
Janoski’s Garden Center along with 
many other stunning perennials. 

What is a perennial?  It is an herbaceous 
plant that produces vegetation for at least 
three years. The United States Department 
of Agriculture (USDA) has divided the US, 
Canada and Europe into ten hardiness 
zones; each zone has a 10°F difference in 
the average minimum yearly temperature.  
The Pittsburgh area is charted in Zone 6 
and if you purchase a perennial that is 
hardy for this zone, you can be fairly  
confident the plant will survive the winter.  
 
GAILLARDIA, commonly known as 
Blanket Flower, is a sun-loving, long-
blooming, drought-tolerant PERENNIAL 
for zones 4-9.  It is a medium-size, daisy

Summer is finally here! It’s time to 
plant our vegetable gardens. Every-
one loves growing fresh vegetables 
for their dinner tables. Many people 
enjoy this time of year to grow, can 
and freeze vegetables to enjoy now, 
and well after the growing season is 
over. Here are some summer crops 
you can grow to enjoy all summer, 
and to can and freeze. If you planted 
broccoli and cauliflower in April, by 
the end of May or early June, they 
should be ready to pick. Broccoli is 
easy to pick. Cut the main stem off 
and then you can cut side shoots for a 
few more weeks. Cauliflower is a  
little more complicated. When the 
head is about the size of an egg, you 
must blanch it, or cover it so no light 
reaches it until it matures. To do that, 
you must pull the leaves around the 
head and put a rubber band around 
them. Leave it that way until the head 
matures. Both of these vegetables 
freeze very well. Blanche the freshly 
picked vegetables for 2 to 3 minutes 
in boiling water, pat dry and put in 
plastic bags. I use plastic bags with 

twist ties, that way I can remove all 
the air from the bag before freezing. 
It keeps the vegetables tasting fresher 
longer. Some other vegetables that 
freeze well are: spinach, peas, corn, 
peppers, beans, zucchini, any squash, 
and even pumpkin. Tomatoes are eve-
ryone’s favorite. Canning tomatoes is  
well worth the trouble. Try Tomato 
Juice, Stewed Tomatoes, Whole To-
matoes, and Tomato Sauce. I know 
many people who also can Spaghetti 
Sauce and Vegetable Soup. If you 
purchase a Canning and  
Freezing book, it will tell you all you 
need to know about this subject. You 
can get many recipes from these 
books also. It is truly rewarding to 
grow a summer vegetable garden, and 
to can and freeze your crops, so give it 
a try. There is nothing like the taste of 
fresh vegetables in the summer and all 
year long, and it saves money too! All 
the girls that work at Janoski’s and the 
owners know a lot about canning and 
freezing. We pass around recipes and 
have great fun.
